It is situated in New Cross, a busy London suburb and is close to Greenwich, one stop 
from London Bridge, making it accessible to all the attractions in London.
Whilst close to train and bus routes in and out of the city, this home is on a quiet road 
where several shops & eating places are within 5-10 minutes walk, and a Sainsbury 
supermarket 15 mins walk. There is off-road car parking on their driveway. 

Surprisingly spacious for a London home, they have a large 
stove, 2 fridges, TV, plenty of DVD’s, books and toys for 
children.   The large sloping garden has steps upwards to a 
wide sunny area at the top. They have a built-in BBQ & garden
furniture making this ideal for unwinding after a busy day sight-
seeing!
